SAN FRANCISC

Sundance Saloon, our primary project, offers twice-weekly
country-western dance instruction and open dancing. Sundance
Saloon wholly succeeds in accomplishing our mission of dance
education, the primary basis for our 501¢3 nonprofit designa-
tion, offering multiple lessons in a variety of dance styles each
week. Sundance Saloon also holds occasional outdoor dances
at Jane Warner Plaza in the Castro.

The Sundance Stompede, our annual country-western dance
weekend, offers four intensive days of dance workshops and
dance events. Each year hundreds attend from throughout the
world. The Stompede raises thousands of dollars annually for
other charitable organizations.The Sundance Association has
raised more than $380,000 for other nonprofit organizations

over the past 19 years.
