DANCING IN THE DANCE-A-THON

In the spirit of the marathon concept, all
dancers will be encouraged to dance as much
as possible for the full three hours. You can
dance with anyone at Sundance Saloon, not
just other dance-a-thoners. We do recommend
a two-song break every half-hour. (If you don't
do line dances, these would be a natural break
for you.) The tags that you will be wearing will
make it easy to see who is a lead, a follow or
versatile. And if you don’t make it through the
entire three hours, the point is that you tried.

MINIMUM FUND-RAISING AMOUNT

We ask that you raise a minimum of $50.
Don't worry! This is not hard to raise — just
ask four friends for $15 and you have already
exceeded the required amount! We are pur-
posely keeping the minimum low, to encour-
age lots of participation, but we would be
disappointed if we didn't see some higher
amounts! At the end of the event we'll have a
special acknowledgment for the largest fund-
raisers of the Dance-a-Thon.
