Sundance 
Saloon wholly succeeds in accomplishing our mission of dance 
education, the primary basis for our 501c3 nonprofit designa-
tion, offering multiple lessons in a variety of dance styles each 
week. Sundance also presents Beatbox Country, a monthly Sat-
urday night dance with lessons.

The Sundance Bandits, Sundance Saloon’s country line danc-
ing troupe, combines artistry and athleticism with the style and 
theme of traditional country-western moves. Since they were 
formed in 2011, they have continued to grow and flourish, daz-
zling audiences throughout the country, including annual ap-
pearances since 2012 at the IAGLCWDC conventions in New 
Orleans, Seattle, and Denver.
